Instructions: School of Engineering Project Teamwork 2006
The DiSC Classic Personal Profile has been used all over the world by nearly 40 million people to learn about themselves, improve communication, enhance individual and team performance, reduce destructive conflict and increase productivity.  

To prepare for Project Teamwork* on Saturday, October 7th, you will need to complete the following instructions.   Steps 1 through 4 should take you about 20 – 30 minutes. 
1. Complete the Response Page on page #2 of the booklet.  Follow the directions on page #3 for “Responding”.  In the space on the front cover and on page 2  where it asks for a response “Focus”, put “Group Project”.  When responding, you may want to think of how you typically behave when working on a class group project .  The instrument asks you to choose two words --one that MOST describes you--and one that LEAST describes you--from a series of 28 groupings of four adjectives and nouns. There are no right or wrong answers. This is not a test. Don't worry if you struggle with some of the choices; everyone does.  Remember, for each of the 28 groups of words, you must indicate which word MOST and which word LEAST describes you by using a coin or a smooth metal object to rub the rectangle to expose the symbol that will be used in step 2.  
2. Carefully follow the directions on page #3 for “Counting and Recording” your responses. 

3. Determine the difference between the MOST and LEAST columns of the Tally Box by following the directions on page #3. 

4. Next, using the instructions on page #4, plot the numbers from the Tally Box on Graph III.  See part C of these instructions.  You do not have to plot the numbers from the LEAST and MOST columns.  We will only be using Graph III.

5. Bring your DiSC Classic Personal Profile booklet with you with the above steps completed when you come to Project Teamwork on Saturday, October 7th.

The results of your DiSC profile will be interpreted for you and specific ways to use this information to work better in teams will be discussed at the morning session of Project Teamwork on Saturday, October 7th.
